3. Fails to address reproductive justice and healthcare disparities.

__Queer and Trans_ Critique:_*

1. Liberal feminism neglects LGBTQ+ issues.

2. Fails to challenge heteronormativity and cisnormativity.

3. Ignores intersectionality with gender identity.

*Ecofeminist Critique:*

1. Liberal feminism ignores environmental degradation's impact on women.

2. Fails to address ecological consequences of capitalist patriarchy.

3. Neglects indigenous women's experiences.



*QOther Criticisms:*

1. Liberal feminism's focus on legal reforms neglects cultural change.
2. Overemphasis on individual empowerment neglects collective action.

3. Failure to address ableism and disability rights.
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
